Afternoon Nursery Sessions are 12:30-3pm- Pupils (who are not 

in Nursery Plus) are to be dropped off using the gate on Mawddy Avenue. The Main School 

Gate will remain closed during the school day and there is no access to Nursery this way, thanks 

again. 

 Site Security Many of you will have noticed that over the summer holidays there have 

been several changes to site security. The damaged and old fencing around the top of the main 

playground has been replaced. New fencing has been installed in front of the Nursery play area 

as it was a low wall and gate that could potentially have allowed children to climb and access 

the main road. Several of the outside doors have also had fobs installed. 
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 These changes bring our security in line with other local schools. I would like to reassure 

parents that these changes are more about keeping our pupils (some of whom can be 

adventurous!) in, rather than any concerns we have about keeping people out. School also has 

robust Safeguarding Policies and Procedures in place. If you have any concerns about our 

security please come and discuss them with us so we can put your mind at rest.
